FIRST ORDER OF BUSINESS Call to Order

Mr. Brizendine called the meeting to order and read the roll call.

SECOND ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Minutes of the Board of
Supervisors’ Meeting on April 14, 2009

On a Motion by Ms. McLaughlin, seconded by Mr. Carlucci, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors approved the minutes of the Board of Supervisors’ meeting on April 14, 2009 for
Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

THIRD ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Operation and
Maintenance Expenditures for May

District Staff responded to questions regarding various invoices.
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On a Motion by Mr. Carlucci, seconded by Ms. McLaughlin, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors approved the Operation and Maintenance Expenditures for May totaling
$115,419.00 for Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

FOURTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Series 2004-1
Construction Requisition #235
REQ # PAYEE AMOUNT
#235 WilsonMiller, Inc. $82.50

On a Motion by Mr. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Carlucci, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors approved the Series 2004-1 Construction Requisition #235 for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

FIFTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Changers (if any)

SIXTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Florida Towers Partners
Notice of Termination of Notice of
Commencement

Mr. Brizendine led discussions regarding the Notice of Termination and explained that
the agreement with Pasco County mandates that the District sign off on all notices. Mr. Straley
recommended that the Board approve releasing the notice of commencement pending the final

walk through.

On a Motion by Mr. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Hall, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
authorized the Chairman to execute the Florida Towers Partners Notice of Termination of the
Notice of Commencement (pending the final walk through) for the Meadow Pointe III

Community Development District.

SEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Staff Reports

A. District Counsel
Mr. Straley reviewed the Cost Share Agreement for the Board including the
changes requested by both Meadow Pointe III & IV Boards. Mr. Brizendine
confirmed that the agreement would be effective as of October 1, 2008 and
reviewed the items included in the $140 monthly fee.

On a Motion by Mr. Carlucci, seconded by Mr. Johnson, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors approved the Cost Share Agreement with Meadow Pointe IV for the Meadow Pointe

III Community Development District.

(Ms. Stewart joined the meeting.)
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District Engineer
Ms. Stewart presented an overview of the necessary road repairs, stating that the
overall cost of the repairs would be $69,447. She responded to a question regarding

whether any of the repairs could be warranty issues or proven to be related to
contractor issues, stating that it would be difficult to prove given that standards at the
time of construction did not require testing of the back fill material. Mr. Hall
requested that the plan of action for the repairs be sent to him before commencing.

A brief discussion was held regarding whether or not the repairs could be funded
with bond money. The Board requested that Ms. Stewart confirm that all needed
repairs have been identified, obtain bids for the project and determine whether the
option to utilize bond construction funds was available. It was noted that a letter
should be sent out to the residents informing them of the repairs prior to the work
actually beginning.

Ms. Stewart presented proposals to repair the erosion damage throughout the
District. She also encouraged the Board to consider doing some aquatic planting to
assist with erosion control. The Board requested that she bring a recommendation
for where and how many plants should be planted to the meeting next month.

On a Motion by Mr. Hall, seconded by Ms. McLaughlin, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors approved the proposals from BioMass Tech in the amount of $5,500 for erosion
repairs for the Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

C.

Project Manager
Mr. Toborg stated that the District is in the process of going out to bid for landscape
maintenance services.

Park Manager
Not present.

District Manager
Mr. Brizendine updated the Board on the number of registered voters residing in
the District (2,296), explaining that Florida Statutes mandate that this information
be announced at a public meeting prior to June 1% every year to confirm that the
District meets the qualification of 250 registered voters needed to participate in the
general election.

Mr. Brizendine informed the Board that Meadow Pointe IV will not be renewing
the law enforcement agreement and that should the District decide to stay with the
program it would be an increase of approximately $12,000.

Discussions were held regarding the need for a pre-budget workshop and the fact
that the District is running $68,000 under budget through March 31, 2009. The
following Board action was taken:
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On a Motion by Ms. McLaughlin, seconded by Mr. Johnson, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors scheduled a pre-budget workshop on May 26, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Meadow

Pointe HI-Clubhouse tocated at 1500 Meadow Pointe Boutevard; Wesley Chapel; FE-33543amd
authorized District Staff to submit the legal advertisement for the workshop for the Meadow
Pointe III Community Development District.

EIGHTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Audience Comments

Audience comments were entertained regarding security concerns when gates are left
open, pedestrian gates that don’t lock, speeding in Wrencrest, water levels in ponds, the rights of
people to walk on pond banks, and concerns with the quality of service being provided under the
Law Enforcement Agreement. Mr. Brizendine stated that other Districts have passed resolutions
prohibiting unauthorized activities on CDD stormwater ponds, their banks, and wetlands and
placed signage by the ponds which allow law enforcement to trespass individuals. The Board
requested that he bring the resolution back to the Board next month, however, no official Board
action was taken at this time.

NINTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Supervisor Requests
District Staff addressed questions regarding residents encroaching into conservation areas

and the potential of the District to be fined. A concern with a utility tie-in that was dug a week
ago near a school bus stop was also discussed.

TENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Adjournment

On a Motion by Ms. McLaughlin, seconded by Mr. Johnson, with all in favor, the Board of
Supervisors adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m. for the Meadow Pointe III Community
