The District Agenda is comprised of four different sections:

The meeting will begin promptly at 12:00 p.m. with the first section which is called Business Administration. The
Business Administration section contains items that require the review and approval of the District Board of
Supervisors as a normal course of business. The second section is called Business Items. The business items
section contains items for approval by the District Board of Supervisors that may require discussion, motion and
votes on an item-by-item basis. If any member of the audience would like to speak on one of the business items,
they will need to register with the District Manager prior to the presentation of that agenda item. Occasionally,
certain items for decision within this section are required by Florida Statute to be held as a Public Hearing, During
the Public Hearing portion of the agenda item, the public will be permitted to provide one comment on the issue,
prior to the Board of Supervisors discussion, motion and vote. Agendas can be reviewed by contacting the
Manager’s office at (813) 994-4330 at least seven days in advance of the scheduled meeting. Requests to address
items that are not on this agenda must be submitted in writing with an explanation to the District Manager at least
fourteen (14) days prior to the date of the meeting and will be heard under “Public Comments”. The third section is
called Staff Reports. This section allows the District Manager, Engineer, and Attorney to update the Board of
Supervisors on any pending issues that are being researched for Board action. The final section is called Supervisor
Requests and Audience Comments. This is the section in which the Supervisors may request Staff to prepare
certain items in an effort to meet residential needs. The Audience Comment portion of the agenda is where
individuals may comment on matters that concern the District. Each individual is limited to three (3) minutes for
such comment. The Board of Supervisors or Staff is not obligated to provide a response until sufficient time for
research or action is warranted. [F THE COMMENT IS A MAINTENANCE-RELATED ITEM, THESE ITEMS
WILL NEED TO BE ADDRESSED BY THE DISTRICT ADMINISTRATOR OUTSIDE THE CONTEXT OF
THIS MEETING.

Public workshops sessions may be advertised and held in an effort to provide informational services. These sessions
allow staff or consultants to discuss a policy or business matter in a more informal manner and allow for lengthy
presentations prior to scheduling the item for approval. Typically no motions or votes are made during these
sessions.

FIRST ORDER OF BUSINESS Call to Order

Mr. Buck called the meeting to order and Mr. Brizendine read the roll call.

SECOND ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Minutes of the
Board of Supervisors’ Meeting on
April 11, 2006

Mr. Buck stated that the next order of business was consideration of the minutes of the Board
of Supervisors’ meeting on April 11, 2006, and asked if there were any corrections or additions. Mr.
Brizendine distributed revised minutes stating that a correction was made on page four changing
WaterGrass to Wiregrass.
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On a Motion by Mr. Amold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the minutes of the Board of Supervisors’ meeting on April 11, 2006 for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

THIRD ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Operation and Maintenance
Expenditures for May

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the Operation and
Maintenance Expenditures for May (located behind tab 2). He asked if there were any questions. A
question was raised regarding whether the District was still within the budget. Mr. Brizendine stated
that the District is currently running $40,000 over budget due to the lawsuit with Luke Brothers
Landscaping. Mr. Buck stated that Mr. Sifford will be reviewing the budget with District Staff to
determine where savings can be applied to bring the District back in line by the end of the Fiscal Year.
A brief discussion ensued. Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve the Operation and Maintenance
Expenditures.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Operations and Maintenance Expenditures for May (totaling $119,071.03) for
Meadow Pointe 111 Community Development District.

FOURTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Series 2004 -1 Construction
Requisition #187

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the Series 2004-1
Construction Requisition #187. He asked if there were any questions. Mr. Arnold made a motion to
approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Series 2004-1 Construction Requisition #187 for Meadow Pointe III Community

Development District.

FIFTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Series 2004 A & B
Construction Requisitions #244-#256 & #258-

#260

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the Series 2004 A & B
Construction Requisitions #244-#256 & #258-#260. He asked if there were any questions. Mr.
Brizendine stated that requisitions # 244 & #250 have been voided. It was noted that requisition #259
relates to landscaping. Mr. Gray made a motion to approve.
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On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Mr. Arnold, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Series 2004 A & B Construction Requisitions #244-#256 & #258-#260 for Meadow
Pointe III Community Development District.

SIXTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of 2005 Supplemental
Construction Account Requisitions #22-#27

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the 2005
Supplemental Construction Account Requisitions #22-#27. He asked if there were any questions.
Hearing none, Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the 2005 Supplemental Construction Account Requisitions #22-#27 for Meadow Pointe I1I
Community Development District.

SEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Additional Change Orders

Mr. Buck asked Mr. Sifford if he had any change orders to present to the Board. Mr. Sifford
stated that he had one relating to the Boardwalk project. He explained that the 20 foot poles planned did
not meet resistance codes and the contractor had to splice the pilings. This resulted in an increase to the
contract of $5,300.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Change Order for the Boardwalk project increasing the contract by $5,300 for Meadow
Pointe III Community Development District.

EIGHTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Staff Reports

A. District Counsel
No Report.

B. District Engineer
M. Piercefield stated that he has inspected the drainage systems as per the SWFWMD
permitting requirements and discovered that the structures are structurally sound however
the vegetation in the area tends to clog the system. He recommended that the ponds be
treated quarterly 6 feet on either side of the structures to keep the vegetation in check.
Mr. Buck stated that costs for this maintenance should be obtained and included in next

year’s budget.
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Mr. Piercefield stated that he inspected the erosion issue at the Mitigation Pond J-2
within Whitlock Village. He stated that the pond needs to be re-sloped and stabilized
with a wire pinned seed method at a cost of approximately $7,300.00. A brief
discussion ensued. Mr. Piercefield clarified that the area involved is on the south side
of the pond near the buildings. Mr. Arnold made a motion to approve the proposal to
repair the erosion issue.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the proposal from BRW Contracting, Inc. to repair the erosion on Mitigation Pond J-2
(totaling $7,300.00) for Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

Mr. Brizendine stated that he will be presenting the preliminary budget for Fiscal Year
2006/2007 at the June 13" meeting. He recommended that the Board move the August
8™ meeting to the 15™ to allow sufficient time to hold the public hearing on the budget

in August.

Mr. Buck stated that he would also like the Board to consider holding an evening
budget workshop in July. He stated that copies of the proposed budget will be
distributed at the June meeting, posted on the website and will be available at the
clubhouse and Homeowner’s Association. Mr. Buck stated that the workshop will
provide residents with the opportunity to provide input into items the communities
would like to see included on the budget. Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve
changing the time of the July 11, 2006 meeting to 6:30 p.m. and changing the August
meeting to the 15" at 12:00 p.m.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved changing the time of the July 11, 2006 meeting to 6:30 p.m. and rescheduled the August
meeting to August 15, 2006 at 12:00 p.m. for Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

Mr. Buck asked that these changes be updated on the website.
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Mr. Brizendine stated that as the Board is aware, there are three seats on the Board that
will be coming up for election during the general election on November 7, 2006. He explained
that seats three and five currently held by Lee Arnold and Michael Delp will be filled by
qualified electors of the District. The third seat currently held by Mr. Buck will be filled during
a Landowner’s election. Mr. Brizendine briefly reviewed the requirements for running for the
Board, stating that he will be posting the information on the website as well as placing
handouts at the clubhouse for those interested in the process.

NINTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Audience Comments

Mr. Buck asked if there were any audience comments at this time. Several residents expressed
concern with the Board’s decision at last month’s meeting to allow the residents of Whitlock Village to
enhance the entranceway to the village at their expense. It was stated that the entrance does not meet
the standards of other communities within Meadow Pointe III. The residents stated that it is not fair
that residents of Whitlock Village need to pay for bringing this area in line with what has been done
for other villages. It was stated that the other entrances have stone facades except for Whitlock
Village. Pictures of the various entrances were distributed to the Board.

Mr. Sifford stated that he was under the impression that this was an enhancement and as such,
his recommendation to the Board would not change. Mr. Buck stated that if this was a maintenance
issue, the Board would need to cover the expense. He explained that in cases where a village is
seeking an upgrade to an area, he would vote to allow the improvements be made by a professional
with the costs being assessed to the requesting village. Mr. Buck stated that the assessment amount
that would be charged to each resident would be relatively small based on the number of residents
within the community.

A resident expressed their concern with semi-trucks parking on Beardsley Drive and Meadow
Pointe Boulevard. He stated that it has been parked there overnight on several occasions. Mr. McCarn
stated that he has contacted the Sheriff’s department and the resident who owns the vehicles. He
explained that he has contacted towing companies regarding towing the trucks and been told that they
cannot be towed as long as the truck is attached to the trailer. Mr. Buck requested that a letter be sent
to the Sheriff’s office requesting that the truck be removed. A brief discussion ensued.

A resident expressed their concern with illegal dumping along Beardsley Drive. Mr. McCarn
stated that this is an ongoing problem, and the District has processed claims and assessed fines against
residents responsible for the dumping.

A resident asked whether the assessment issue within Whitlock Village was resolved. M.
Buck stated that it was resolved.

Comments were made regarding dump trucks traveling on Beardsley Drive late at night and the
ongoing issue of pet owners not keeping their dogs on leashes or cleaning up after them. It was stated
that these issues are under the jurisdiction of the County and not the District.
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TENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Supervisor Requests
Mr. Buck asked if there were any Supervisor requests. There were none.
ELEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Adjournment

Mr. Buck stated that with no further business to come before the Board at this time, he asked
for a motion to adjourn.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
adjourned the meeting at 12:40 p.m. for the Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.
