The business items
section contains items for approval by the District Board of Supetvisors that may require discussion, motion and
votes on an item-by-item basis. [f any member of the audience would like to speak on one of the business items,
they will need to register with the District Manager prior to the presentation of that agenda item. Occasionally,
certain items for decision within this section are required by Florida Statute to be held as a Public Hearing. During
the Public Hearing portion of the agenda item, the public will be permitted to provide one comment on the issue,
prior to the Board of Supervisors discussion, motion and vote Agendas can be reviewed by contacting the
Manager’s office at (813) 994-4330 at least seven days in advance of the scheduled meeting. Requests to address
items that are not on this agenda must be submitted in writing with an explanation to the District Manager at least
fourteen (14) days prior to the date of the meeting and will be heard under “Public Comments”. The third section is
called Staff Reports. This section allows the District Manager, Engineer, and Attorney to update the Board of
Supervisors on any pending issues that are being researched for Board action, The final section is called Supervisor
Requests and Audience Comments. This is the section in which the Supervisors may request Staff to prepare
certain items in an effort to meet residential needs. The Audience Comment portion of the agenda is where
individuals may comment on matters that concern the District Each individual is limited to three (3) minutes for
such comment The Board of Supervisors or Staff is not obligated to provide a response until sufficient time for
research or action is warranted. IF THE COMMENT IS A MAINTENANCE-RELATED ITEM, THESE ITEMS
WILL NEED TO BE ADDRESSED BY THE DISTRICT ADMINISTRATOR OUTSIDE THE CONTEXT OF
THIS MEETING.

Public workshops sessions may be advertised and held in an effort to provide informational services. These sessions
allow staff or consultants to discuss a policy or business matter in a more informal manner and allow for lengthy
presentations prior to scheduling the item for approval Typically no motions or votes are made during these
sessions.

FIRST ORDER OF BUSINESS Call to Order

Mr. Buck called the meeting to order and Mr. Brizendine read the roll call

SECOND ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Minutes of the

Mr. Buck stated that the next order of business was the consideration of the minutes of the
Board of Supervisors’ meeting on July 11, 2006. He asked if there were any corrections or additions.
Hearing none, Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Mr. Delp, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the minutes of the Board of Supervisors’ meeting on July 11, 2006 for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.
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THIRD ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Operation and Maintenance
Expenditures for August

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the Operation and
Maintenance Expenditures for August. He asked if there were any questions. Mr. Gray made the
motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Operations and Maintenance Expenditures for August totaling $40,179.32 for
Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Mr. Delp, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Series 2003 A & B Construction Requisitions #470-#471 for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

FIFTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Series 2004-1 Construction
Requisitions #196-#197

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the Series 2004-1
Construction Requisitions #196-#197. He asked if there were any questions. Ms. St. Clair made a motion
to approve.

On a Motion by Ms. St. Clair, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Series 2004-1 Construction Requisitions #196-#197 for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

SIXTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Series 2004 A & B
Construction Requisitions #280-#288

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the Series 2004 A & B
Construction Requisitions #280-#288. He asked if there were any questions. Mr. Gray made a motion to
approve.
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On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the Series 2004 A & B Construction Requisitions #280-#288 for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

SEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of 2005 Supplemental
Construction Account Requisitions #40-#44

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of the 2005
Supplemental Construction Account Requisitions #40-#44. He asked if there were any questions.
Hearing none, Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the 2005 Supplemental Construction Account Requisitions #40-#44 for Meadow Pointe 111
Community Development District.

EIGHTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Additional Change Orders

Mr. Buck asked Mr. Sifford if he had any change orders to present to the Board. Mr. Sifford
stated that he had one change order from One Source for adding 3 additional parcels to the landscaping
contract totaling $47,775. He stated that the contract now encompasses all boundaries within the District.
Following a brief discussion, Mr. Gray made a motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Mr. Arnold, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved Change Order # 1 from One Source for additional landscaping maintenance totaling
$47,775 for Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.

Mr. Sifford presented a contract from Cornerstone Hardscapes for the construction of the entry
way at Hillhurst Crossing totaling $153,600. Mr. Buck explained that this is the contract that was tabled
last month due to some concerns with the proposal submitted by the low bidder. He stated that the low
bidder has since removed their bid and the concerns are no longer an issue. Following a brief discussion,
Mr. Arnold made a motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Amold, seconded by Ms. St. Clair, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved Change Order #2 from Cornerstone Hardscapes totaling $153,600 for construction of the
entryway of Hillhurst Crossing in Parcel UU for Meadow Pointe III Community Development
District.
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NINTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Public Hearing on the Fiscal Year 2006/2007
Final Budget

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the Public Hearing on the Fiscal Year
2006/2007 Final Budget. Mr. Brizendine asked for a motion to open the public hearing.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
opened the Public Hearing on the Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Final Budget for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

Mr. Buck stated that the Board would now take comments from the audience relating to the
budget. Mr. McCarn stated that he has a communication issue with two gates at Wrencrest and
Ammanford that will require funds being allocated in the budget to install a dedicated power line to
correct this issue. He explained that the cost will be $1,800. Following a brief discussion it was decided
that these repairs should not wait until the next fiscal year and should be done at this time.

A resident stated that the cul-de-sac at the intersection of Rensselaer Dr. and Crestmont Court is in
need of cosmetic repairs and in need of landscaping. She explained that it has never been properly
landscaped and she would like to see it re-sodded at the very least; but would prefer it contain Florida
friendly plants to enhance its appearance. Following a brief discussion, it was decided to include $5,000
in that village’s budget to improve this area as a separate assessment. Mr. Buck stated that the cost would
be minimal to the residents in Rensselaer.

Mr. Buck asked for a motion to close the public hearing.

On a Motion by Mr. Arnold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
closed the Public Hearing on the Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Final Budget for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

Mr. Buck asked for any comments from the Board relating to the Budget. Mr. Brizendine stated
that the preliminary budget totaling $1,206,671 was presented to the Board at the June meeting to
begin the 60 day cycle of the budget process. He stated that the budget included a 14-month
contingency of $152,805 to cover the expenses for the first two months of the fiscal year, as well as, a
Contingency for TRIM line item totaling $150,970 so the District could set its maximum assessment
levels. Mr. Brizendine stated that, currently the District is $53,000 over budget as a result of having to
cover the $30,000 from the previous year’s shortfall and because of the bid protest lawsuit, which cost
the District $45,000. He stated that he has made one revision since that time, based on the actual
premiums for property and liability insurance that were received. Mr. Brizendine stated that he
reduced the Contingency for TRIM line item by the same amount as the total budget cannot increase
above what was sent to the County.
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Following a brief discussion, it was decided to remove the remainder of the funds allocated to
the Contingency for TRIM line item. Mr. Brizendine stated that this would bring the budget to
$1,055,881, which would bring the assessment levels to $617 including the collection costs. He stated
that this is up from the $485 paid last year. Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve the revised
budget.

On a Motion by Mr. Amold, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved the revised Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Final Budget totaling $1,055, 881 (reflecting the
removal of the $150,000 from the Contingency for TRIM Line Item) for Meadow Pointe III
Community Development District.

TENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Resolution 2006-06, Adopting
Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Final Budget

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of Resolution 2006-06,
Adopting the Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Final Budget. Mr. Buck asked for a motion to approve.

On a Motion by Mr. Gray, seconded by Mr. Arnold, with all in favor, the Board of Supervisors
approved Resolution 2006-06, Adopting the Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Final Budget totaling
$1,055,881 for Meadow Pointe [II Community Development District.

ELEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Resolution 2006-07, Setting
the Meeting Schedule for Fiscal Year 2006/2007

Mr. Buck stated that the next item on the agenda was the consideration of Resolution 2006-07,
Setting the meeting schedule for Fiscal Year 2006/2007. Mr. Brizendine stated that, currently, the
Board meets on the 2™ Tuesday of each month at 12:00 p.m. at the Meadow Pointe III Clubhouse. He
asked if it was the Board’s desire to continue this schedule for Fiscal Year 2006/2007. Following a
brief discussion, it was decided to continue to meet on the nd Tuesday of the month but change the
time to 12:30 p.m. with the exception of the July meeting that will be held at 6:30 p.m. to
accommodate public input on the budget. With no further discussion being heard, Mr. Buck asked for
a motion to approve resolution 2006-07 as discussed.

On a Motion by Ms. St. Clair, seconded by Mr. Gray, with all in favor, the Board approved
Resolution 2006-07, setting the meeting schedule for the Fiscal Year 2006/2007 as the o
Tuesday of the month at 12:30 p.m. (except for the July meeting which will be held at 6:30
p.m.) at the Meadow Pointe III Clubhouse, located at 1500 Meadow Pointe Boulevard,
Wesley Chapel, FL 33543 for Meadow Pointe III Community Development District.
